passenger ferry to Orth/Donau and continue 
on foot

• By bus: take the “Postbus“ from Kagran in 
Vienna‘s 22nd district (call +43 (0) 1 711 01)

• By taxi: share a taxi from Gross-Enzersdorf 
(“Sammeltaxi AST“ on +43 (0) 810 810 278)

• By bicycle: take the “Donauradweg“ 
(Danube cycling path); junction is 5 minutes 
away

The Schlossinsel Wetlands Grounds

Tour the Schlossinsel grounds and discover up close the character-
istic flora and fauna of the wetlands with all your senses. Observe 
the European ground squirrel and the Pond Turtle as well as various 
snake species. In and on the water, spot amphibians and see the 
lively dragonflies and moths. Listen for the various bird calls, and 
discover the rare aquatic plants, colourful wildflowers and majestic 
native trees which grace the grounds.  

Schlossinsel Guided Tours on Special Themes  

Once a month, tours focussing on special themes take place on 
the Schlossinsel. With National Park rangers as your guides, learn 
valuable and occasionally astonishing facts about the plant and 
animal kingdom of the Danube wetlands. The theme depends on 
the season: from bird calls in the spring to wild fruits and berries in 
the autumn; or how animals raise their young during the warmer

The Schloss Orth courtyard at the National Park Centre is a 
great place to come together. Our popular family festivals in 
the spring and at the end of summer feature different nature-
related themes each year. Learning more about flora, fauna and 
nature conservation in the National Park at one of our events is a 
rewarding activity for all ages, with educational activities (including 
hands-on stations for kids) as well as entertainment, music and 
culinary highlights from the region.

The walk-in underwater observatory makes it possible to glimpse 
the huge variety of aquatic life in a Danube backwater. Native fish 
species may press up against the glass, and a variety of mussels and 
other aquatic species can also be observed in their natural habitat.
There are many places to sit, relax and enjoy the idyllic atmosphere. 
For children, the Schlossinsel features a suspension bridge, a short 
nature path as well as an oversized bird‘s nest to play in.

Orth Castle, or Schloss Orth, looks back on a long 
and rich history. Built in the 12th century as a 
medieval moated castle and opulently fitted out in 
Renaissance style in the 16th century, Orth Castle 
was also one of Crown Prince Rudolph‘s favourite 
hunting grounds. The castle was used for a long time 
for agricultural purposes until its conversion in 1957 
to a museum. 

After extensive refurbishment and retrofitting it was 
re-opened to the public in 2005 as the schlossORTH 
National Park Centre. Ever since, the site has been 
home to the National Park Visitor Centre, the 
museumORTH, and the Event Centre of Orth/Donau.
The schlossORTH National Park Centre is one of many 
attractive destinations of the region – including the 
Marchfeld Castles – which showcase native culture, 
history and nature under one roof.

The “DonAUräume” exhibit 
(note: the exhibit‘s name is a play 
on words combining “Danube 
Spaces” with “Au”, the German 
word for wetlands) will motivate 
visitors to explore wetlands 
nature in the National Park.

The lookout point on 
the tower is the ideal 
place to get to visit the 
temporary exhibitions 
and catch of glimpse of 
storks, jackdaws, kest-
rels and their nests.

The National Park Centre is 
the main information and 
booking point for excur-
sions and tours.  

The Schloss Café 
offers delicious home-
made snacks and 
refreshments.
